1. Course description
This course will cover: (1) the principles, construction, and technique in preaching; and (2) the content and
message of a sermon in the contemporary world. This course will include video-taping students’ preaching.
Tutorials after preaching will be conducted for the improvement of technique and content.

To understand the nature, theological foundation, and various theological paradigms of preaching
To understand the various types of preaching and the ways of preparation

To learn and practice the art of delivering a sermon

To develop confidence to preach in front of a congregation

To analyse and reflect on the sermonic situations theologically

This course mainly consists of lectures, student participation through class discussion, sermon practices and
research activities. All activities are mandatory.
